Methods and Means 

1.	 Focusing on a strong need

2.	 Teaching the same Divine Viewpoint principles to 
leaders and teachers of public and private schools, and to 
students preparing to emerge into the business commu-
nity.
3.	 Establishing contacts with leaders of businesses, 
schools, and government organisations for the purpose of 
conducting such training.
4.	 Contacting indigenous pastors of local (country 
wide) independent churches for the purpose of encour-
aging, edifying and supporting their needs to teach their 
own congregations.
5.	 Providing doctrinal resource material; books, DVDs 
and MP3s where positive volition exists within the author-
ity of the church leadership, and communicating basic 
bible doctrines to those leaders where positive volition 
exists;
6.	 Challenging human viewpoint thinking and stimu-
lating Divine Viewpoint solutions.
7.	 Listening to the needs of the organisations, un-
derstanding the correct doctrinal lessons that need to be 
taught and emphasising repetition to build norms and 
standards.
8.	 Using various and sundry communication tech-
niques to suit different audiences, by means of question-
naires, interactive discussions, debates, scenario planning 
and training, etc. “Study to show thyself approved unto 
God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly 
dividing the word of truth.” 2 Timothy 2:15
